he slow economy has affected

all of us and has caused us to

tighten our belts. This is also
true for the Village operations. Although
revenues are down nearly 20% from the
past year, we continue to invest in our
infrastructure. Through the assistance of

grant funds, we have been replacing and

adding sidewalks in certain neighborhoods.

The addition of sidewalks will help make
it safer for pedestrians, and allow our
children to safely walk to school. We

are also wrapping up this year’s street
program that cost over $2 million. The
improvements are remarkable, and,
although frustrating to the local residents,

the end result is worth the wait.

We are also making progress on the plans
for West Hawley Street improvements,
which will extend from Route 45 to
Midlothian Road. This is a County street,
but Mundelein is working jointly with the
County on the project. The Transportation
and Infrastructure Committee recently
considered three alternate designs and will
be scheduling community meetings soon to

solicit public input.

Canadian National has notified us that
they will be making improvements to the
East Hawley Street railroad track crossing
to level out the rough crossing. The
improvement is planned for October. The
street will be closed from October 12th
through October 19th.

Lastly, I want to thank Ed Abderholden
for 14 years of service on the Mundelein
Plan Commission. Ed’s service to the
community will be missed. As a result of
Ed’s departure, there is a vacancy on the
Plan Commission. If you are interested

LEAF COLLECTION PROGRAM

he fall leaf collection program will begin on

October 19th and continue through the first
week of December, or until all leaves are collected
or collection cannot be performed due to weather
conditions. Leaves must be raked to the curb or
edge of the street. Please do not rake leaves into the
street. Leaves are disposed of at a licensed landscape
waste facility. The closest such facility is in Antioch, Illinois. In order to fa-
cilitate leaf collection, Groot Industries will use the Village property at 440
East Crystal Street, just east of the Hot Wheels Roller Rink, as a staging site.
Leaves will be transferred from the collection trucks to larger hauling ve-
hicles for transport to the disposal site. This will enable the collection trucks
to spend more time in the neighborhoods collecting leaves rather than driv-

Storage Restrictions

( jontainers that are improperly

stored or maintained can have
a negative impact on the overall ap-
pearance of our community, and
can create a nuisance.

» Containers must be equipped
with tight fitting, leak proof lids.

» Containers cannot be stored
beyond the front line of the principal
building (front yard).

» If stored outside in the side
yard, they must be screened from the
street with a fence, hedge, landscape,
or other approved materials.

» Containers must be stored in
a neat and orderly manner.

» Containers are allowed at the
curb for pickup between sundown
the day before collection and sun-

down the day of collection.

Pedestrian Crosswalks "

he Village of Mundelein recently

received special approval from
the Illinois Department of Transpor-
tation and Lake County Department
of Transportation to use improved
pedestrian crosswalks for our resi-
dents. Three illuminated crosswalk
“Enhancer” units have been installed
on busy State and County roadways
near schools and the library. The

units have received Federal Highway
Administration interim approval

for locations with no other traffic
control devices in place. The loca-
tions are Hawley Street at Atwater
Drive, Midlothian Road at Idlewild
Avenue, and North Midlothian Road
at Killarney Pass Circle.

Under Illinois law you must yield to
a pedestrian in a crosswalk. Drivers
who ignore or fail to do this may be
cited with a traffic ticket.

posted with a 20 mile per hour speed
limit. Properly restrain all children
ages 12 and under. Put kids in the
back seat of all vehicles—especially in
cars equipped with passenger side air
bags. Choose the safest walking route
to school for your children with the
fewest streets to cross, lowest traffic
volume, and most controlled inter-
sections. Stop for school buses that

have their stop signs displayed.

“Winterizing” Your
Swimming Pool

wimming

pools contain
high concentra-
tions of chlorine.
Care must be taken not to discharge
pool water directly to storm sewers,
roadways, or other surface waters.
The following preparations should be
made prior to draining a pool:

» De-chlorinate the pool water
prior to draining. This can be done
through mechanical or chemical
means.

> Allow the pool water to sit at
least two days in sunlight without
adding chemicals until the chlorine
level is below 0.1mg/1.

» Direct pool discharge across
your lawn, not down your driveway
or directly into a nearby storm sewer
inlet.

he Mundelein Fire Department,
in cooperation with the Boy
Scouts of America, are proud to
introduce the FILE FOR LIFE
program. FILE FOR LIFE helps you
organize your medical information
and make it readily available to
EMS responders in the event of an
emergency. A completed FILE FOR
LIFE packet is kept on the resident’s
refrigerator door. Residents
should then call the Mundelein Fire
Department and they will update
their 911 mapping system to note
the resident’s participation in
FILE FOR LIFE for that particular
address.

Residents taking any prescription
medication and/or those with any
medical conditions should consider
participating in this program. Medi-
cal information will not leave your
home unless an emergency arises and
fire department EMS personnel re-

spond to your home.

Boy Scout Andrew Katzner is lead-
ing this community service project
as he works toward his Eagle Scout
rank with the assistance of Lieuten-
ant Mark Gaunky of the Mundelein
Fire Department. Andrew is coor-
dinating with his Boy Scout Troop
388 to get the word out through the
community, including promotional
events at local businesses.

Proper Flag Disposal

f your American flag is showing

signs of wear, it should be disposed
of properly. The Mundelein Fire
Department has a receptacle to col-
lect worn flags for disposal in accor-
dance with the U.S. flag code. The
receptacle, a retired USPS mailbox,
is located in the rear parking area of
Station 1 at 1000 North Midlothian
Road. The flag receptacle was an
Eagle Scout project completed by
Michael Freely of Troop 198, St. An-
drews Church, Mundelein, IL. The
receptacle is a drive-up type mailbox
with the box painted with the colors
of the flag and the protruding open-
ing painted as an eagle’s head. It is
a beautiful addition to our facility
and was built in memory of Harvey
Bruecks, USN, 1930-2005, Troop
Advancement Chair.

Water Meter
Replacements

he Water Division continues to

replace indoor water meters
with radio control meters. You may
receive a request to schedule an ap-
pointment. The new meters remove
the need for the department to enter
a building to read the water meter
for billing purposes, and remove the
need for the outside register used in
the past to obtain a reading. If you
still have an outside register, it is a

good practice to compare the inside
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and outside meter readings. The
inside reading is the actual reading
used for billing purposes. Should
you notice that the readings are not
the same, please contact the Water
Division at 847-949-3273. It should
be noted that the new meters pro-
vide the division with information
related to water use other than for
billing purposes. The new meters
will also assist in detecting leaks,

or that a meter has been tampered
with. At the same time, single fam-
ily residences can also take advantage
of a free check for leaks service that
can be provided by appointment.

A small leak in a private property
water system can relate to a higher

water bill.

Mailboxes

tant to inspect your
curbside mailbox to ensure that it
will withstand the snow from the
snowplows. The front of a curbside
mailbox should be six (6) inches
behind the back of the curb. Should
your mailbox be damaged during
snow removal operations, please

contact the department to report it

will attempt to provide a temporary
mailbox for mail delivery as soon as
possible, as found necessary, until the
mailbox can be repaired or replaced
with a standard kit. Decorative or
non-standard mailboxes will not be
replaced, and should not be installed
in the parkway.

Decorative rocks, boulders, and
timbers within the parkway or right-
of-way are required to be removed.
The property owner can be responsi-
ble for damages or injuries resulting
from unauthorized installation in the

public ways.

FALL REMINDERS

» The pedestrian buttons do not
change the traffic signal timing, they
merely indicate to the traffic control
cabinet that there is a pedestrian who
wishes to cross in a particular direc-
tion, and ensures that the “walk” light
is activated at the next traffic light
cycle. Pushing the button more than
once will not achieve a quicker cycle
of the traffic lights.

» Non-decorative wood chips
are available at no cost at the Public
Works Facility, 440 E. Crystal. The
chips are an excellent winter bed-
ding material, or an under bedding
for expensive decorative chips.

» Electronics drop-off collec-
tion continues at the Public Works
facility until October 31st. Drop-off
hours are 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. weekdays.

» JULIE must be contacted to
request utility locates at any time the
ground is to be disturbed or exca-
vated. The party doing the work is
the required party to contact JULIE.
Property owners may not do so on
behalf of a contractor. JULIE can be
